What happens 
to my rubbish

• Over 95% of domestic rubbish 
(non recyclable) is sent for 
energy recovery at the Battlefield 
Energy Recovery Facility in 
Shrewsbury.

• The plant is operational 24hrs a 
day. 

• Produces enough energy to 
power 10,000 homes.
