The owner of Property A is normally responsible for the maintenance of:

¢ the ordinary watercourse, up to its mid-point, forming the eastern property boundary

The owner of Property B is normally responsible for the maintenance of:

o the ordinary watercourse, up to its mid-point, forming the western property boundary

The owner of Property C is normally responsible for the maintenance of

e NO watercourses

The owner of Property D is normally responsible for the maintenance of:

¢ the ordinary watercourse within the property boundary
o the culverted ordinary watercourse within the property boundary

The owner of Property F is normally responsible for the maintenance of:

¢ the main river within the property boundary
o the culverted main river within the property boundary
¢ the ordinary watercourse within the property boundary

The owner of Property G is normally responsible for the maintenance of:

o the main river within the property boundary

¢ the culverted main river within the property boundary

¢ the main river, up to its mid-point, forming the eastern property boundary

o the ordinary watercourse, up to its mid-point, forming the eastern property boundary

¢ the culverted ordinary watercourse, up to its mid-point, forming the eastern property
boundary

The owner of Property H is normally responsible for the maintenance of:

¢ the main river within the property boundary

¢ the main river, up to its mid-point, forming the western property boundary

o the ordinary watercourse, up to its mid-point, forming the western property boundary

¢ the culverted ordinary watercourse, up to its mid-point, forming the western property
boundary

The Highway Authority is responsible for the maintenance of:

e the two culverted ordinary watercourses, where they are within the highway boundary
