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Apply for visas https://www.gov.uk/guidance/apply-for-a-visa-under-the-ukraine-sponsorship-scheme A form
has to be completed for each individual. Decide with your guest who is going to complete the

forms, and be ready to work closely together — it will need both of you. If your guest does not
have an international passport they will need to visit a visa centre for biometrics (Nearest one to
Ukraine at the moment is Poland)
