(a) that body (to your knowledge) has a
place of business or land in the area of the
Council , and

(b) etther—

(1) the total nominal value of the secunties
exceeds £25,000 or one hundredth of the
total 1Issued share capital of that body, or

(n) if the share capital of that body 1s of
more than one class, the total nominal
value of the shares of any one class In
which you or your partner has a beneficial
interest exceeds one hundredth of the total
issued share capital of that class

An interest i1s sensittive If its nature I1s such that you, and your Monitoring Officer, consider
that its disclosure could lead to you, or a person connected with you, being subject to
violence or intimidation

The nature of your sensttive interest will not appear in the published register of interests
but it may be recorded that you have a sensitive interest
