National Award for SEN Co-ordination (NASC)
Invitation to Quote
For a period of two years, from September 2018 – August 2020
Submission deadline; 8th January 2018
1. Introduction
The Code of Practice (January 2015) states that governing bodies of maintained mainstream schools and the proprietors of mainstream academy schools (including free schools) must ensure that there is a qualified teacher designated as SENCO for the school. 

Where a teacher appointed to this role has not previously been the SENCO at that or any other relevant school for a total period of more than twelve months, they must achieve a National Award for Special Educational Needs Co-ordinator (NASC) within three years of appointment. 

A National Award must be a postgraduate course at Master’s level accredited by a recognised higher education provider. The course should cover the revised learning outcomes established by the National College for Teaching and Leadership following the final approval of the SEND Code of Practice 0 to 25 years which applied from 1 September 2014. (https://www.gov.uk/government/publications/national-award-for-sen-co-ordination-learning-outcomes). The course should be at least equivalent to 60 credits at postgraduate study. The course should be completed over a 12 month period and should provide the opportunity for face to face days. 
There are a number of teachers within Shropshire who are requesting this training for their own career progression or who require this training to support their role as existing SENCOs. 
Shropshire Council are looking to appoint a provider to ensure that 
· new SENCOs across Shropshire have access to an appropriate course that meets national requirements 
· SENCOs develop their understanding of local policy and procedure relating to Special Educational Needs and disabilities (SEND).
The service will be commissioned and paid for directly by schools. It will be co-ordinated by Shropshire Council on their behalf. 
2. The provider will be responsible for: 
· Supporting the Local Authority to deliver its responsibilities with regard to SEND and the implementation of the Children and Families Act 2014 including, but not limited to:

· Identification of SEND

· Developing appropriate provision for children with SEND

· Improving outcomes for children/young people with SEND
· Delivery of subject specific attributes and generic attributes as described in the published  learning outcomes for the National Award for Special Education Needs Co-ordinator  (https://www.gov.uk/government/publications/national-award-for-sen-co-ordination-learning-outcomes) 

· Delivery of a blended approach that includes:

· Workplace learning and practical activities

· Face to face activity, including peer and facilitated activity

· Reading and reflection

· On-line learning

· Specific projects at Master’s level 
3. Schools will be responsible for: 
· Providing assurance that their SENCo is equipped for the role

· Funding the full cost of course fees
· Supporting the SENCo to complete the course by providing:

· support from an identified person within the school senior leadership team

· opportunities to develop workplace learning
· opportunities to use learning from the course to develop policy and practice with regard to SEND within the setting 

· practical opportunities to develop specific projects 

· time to attend all face to face days

· opportunities to share learning/deliver training to all stakeholders within the setting including parent/carers and governors

4. Shropshire Council will provide: 
· Input to specific areas linking to the learning outcomes and providing knowledge and understanding at a local level. This may include:
· The Shropshire Local Offer including identification of SEND
· Requesting an Education, Health and Care needs assessment
· Preparing for and conducting the Annual Review of an EHCP

· Multi-agency working within Shropshire
· A training venue for all face to face sessions

· An identified link person to co-ordinate face to face sessions and provide initial information to settings with regard to the preferred provider. 

The purpose of this invitation to quote is to gather information from providers who are interested in working with Shropshire Council to provide this service to educational settings. Settings include, but are not limited to, maintained schools across both the primary and secondary sector within Shropshire.
