- The CIL liability associated with certain Planning Applications may be subject to change where the calculation of the CIL levy is based on Council calculations
(where no CIL Form 0: Determination of CIL Liability has been submitted) and the liable person(s) subsequently submit a completed CIL Form 0. This is because

the Council cannot assume that existing buildings are 'in use' and therefore deductible floorspace.

A calculator will shortly be available on our website that will allow you to calculate how much CIL will be available locally from each development and based on the

total collected/committed within an area.
