It is a way of challenging and influencing the
development of council policies, helping to improve and
maintain performance and holding the Cabinet to
account. Cabinet makes decisions. Scrutiny Committees
make recommendations.

What does it do exactly?

Investigates services and their impact on lives of local
people. Whilst Scrutiny Committees do not have the
power to make decisions themselves, they influence
decisions of the Cabinet - through reports of their work
and recommendations.
