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Small Society Lottery
Registration Procedure Notes

Society lotteries are lotteries promoted for the benefit of a non-commercial society. A society is non-commercial if it is established and conducted:

· For charitable purposes (as defined in Section 2 of the Charities Act 2006)

· For the purpose of enabling participation in, or of supporting, sport/athletics or a cultural activity

· For any other non-commercial purpose other than that of private gain.

A Small Society Lottery:

· Does not have proceeds (the total value of tickets sold) that exceed £20,000 for a single draw.

· Does not have aggregated proceeds from lotteries in excess of £250,000 in any one year.

· Has a maximum prize for any draw not exceeding £25,000.

Before applying for a Small Society Lottery Registration you may wish to have regard to the Gambling Act 2005 along with the Shropshire Council Gambling Act 2005 Policy Statement 2019 to 2022.

· In order for your application to be accepted you must ensure you send in the following information:

· Completed application form.

· Fee or a copy of the receipt if the fee has been paid online. A list of the fees is shown below and is also available at www.shropshire.gov.uk.
Accompanying documents as required by the Shropshire Council Gambling Act 2005 Policy Statement 2019 to 2022. 
· Two members of the society appointed to sign the return forms

· DBS certificates for the applicant and two appointed persons (the applicant can be one of the appointed persons)

· Constiution and terms and conditions for the society 

· Statement for the underage sales procedure

Please note: if any part of the application is incomplete, or the fee not paid, the application will not be processed until such a time as all the information / documentation is provided.

The application will be refused if in the period of five years ending with the date of the application:

a. an operating licence held by the society has been revoked under section 119(1) of the Gambling Act 2005, or

b. an application for an operating licence  made by the society has been refused.

The application may be refused if the local authority think that:

a. the society is not a non-commercial society,

b. a person who will or may be connected with the promotion of the lottery has been convicted of a relevant offence, or

c. information provided in or with the application is false or misleading.


	Notes:
The application will be refused if in the period of five years ending with the date of the application:

a) An operating licence held by the Society has been revoked under section 119(1) of the Gambling Act 2005, or

b) An application for an operating licence made by the Society has been refused.

The application may be refused if the local authority think that:

a) The Society is not a non-commercial Society,

b) A person who will or may be connected with the promotion of the lottery has been convicted of a relevant offence, or

c) Information provided in or with the application is false or misleading.

Proof must also be provided showing:

· A satisfactory basic criminal record disclosure from Disclosure and Barring Service, no more than three years old.

· That the Society does not also hold a duplicate registration with another Council where the aims and objectives of the Society are the same.

· The Society’s terms, conditions and constitution.

· Procedures in place for:

· Checking the age of apparently underage purchasers of lottery tickets

· Taking action where there are unlawful attempts to purchase tickets

· Measures to reduce crime and disorder associated with gambling

· The relevant legal provisions that restrict the use of gaming machines and other gambling activities

· The maximum stakes and prizes of the gambling permissible on the premises.
The Council expects operators os SSL to ensure that:

· the total value of prizes combined with the expenses of running the lottery do not exceed 80% of the total proceeds of that lottery.

· rollovers between lotteries are only permitted where every lottery affected is also a SSL promoted by the same society, and the maximum single prize is £25,000

· every ticket in the lottery must cost the same and the society must take payment for the ticket fee before entry into the draw is allowed

· SSL are conducted in a socially responsible manner

· effective measures are in place to minimise the risk of lottery tickets being sold to children

· tickets (physical or virtual e.g. email or text message) issued must include :

· the name of the promoting society;

· the price of the ticket, which must be the same for all tickets;

· the name and address of the member of the society who is designated as having   responsibility at the society for promoting small lotteries or, if

· there is one, the External Lottery Manager (ELM); and

· the date of the draw, or information which enables the date to be determined.

· written records are maintained of any unsold and returned tickets for a period of one year from the date of the lottery draw

· tickets are not be sold by persons under the age of 16

· tickets are not offered for sale in a street except from a kiosk or similar static structure (Note: the Council is minded to prohibit the sale of tickets in the street by applying such a condition to the registration. )

· tickets are not sold door to door

· any other necessary permissions, e.g. street trading consents, are in place

SSL operators will need to be careful when employing external help that such an individual or firm is correctly licensed by the Commission as an ELM, if required to be so. That requirement depends on the extent to which they, or the SSL itself, will be in control of:

· how the scheme operates

· banking arrangements for handling the proceeds
· who is selling the tickets, and who is paying the prizes

· who is promoting the lottery

d. section 12A (aggravated vehicle-taking),

e. section 13 (abstracting electricity),

f. section 15 (obtaining property by deception),

g. section 15A (obtaining money transfer by deception),

h. section 16 (obtaining pecuniary advantage by deception),

i. section 17 (false accounting),

j. section 19 (false statement by director, &c.),

k. section 20 (suppression of document, &c.),

l. section 21 (blackmail),

m. section 22 (handling stolen goods),
(p) section 24A (retaining wrong credit), and (q) section 25 (going equipped for stealing, &c.).

3 An offence under section 1 or 2 of the Theft Act 1978 (c. 31) (obtaining services, or evading liability, by deception).

4 An offence under section 170 or 170B of the Customs and Excise Management Act 1979 (c.2) (evasion of duty).

5 An offence under section 58(1) of the Civic Government (Scotland) Act 1982 (c.45) (convicted thief in possession).

6 Both in England and Wales and in Scotland, the offence at common law of conspiracy to defraud.

7 In Scotland the offences at common law of -

a) theft,

b) robbery,

c) theft by housebreaking,

d) fraud,

e) extortion, and

f) reset.

Miscellaneous
8 A sexual offence within the meaning of section 161(2) of the Powers of Criminal Courts (Sentencing) Act 2000 (c.6).

9 A violent offence within the meaning of section 161(3) of that Act.

10 An offence under -

a) the Firearms Act 1968 (c. 27), or

b) the Firearms (Amendment) Act 1988 (c.45).

11 An offence under any of the following provisions of the Misuse of Drugs Act 1971 (c. 38)

a) section 4(2) (production),

b) section 4(3) (supply),

c) section 5(3) (possession with intent to supply), and

d) section 8 (permitting activity on premises).

12 An offence under the Forgery and Counterfeiting Act 1981 (c. 45), except for sections 18 and 19 (reproduction and imitation notes and coins).

13 An offence under section 3 of the Private Security Industry Act 2001 (c.12) (unlicensed activity).

14 An offence under section 70 of the Army Act 1955 (c. 18) in so far as it relates to an offence listed elsewhere in this Schedule.

15 An offence under section 70 of the Air Force Act 1955 (c. 19) in so far as it relates to an offence listed elsewhere in this Schedule.

16 An offence under section 42 of the Naval Discipline Act 1957 (c. 53) in so far as it relates to an offence listed elsewhere in this Schedule.

17 An offence under section 52 or 52A of the Civic Government (Scotland) Act 1982 (offences relating to indecent photographs of children).

18 An offence under any of the following provisions of the Criminal Law (Consolidation) (Scotland) Act1995 (c.39) -
(a) section 1 (incest),

a) section 2 (intercourse with a stepchild),

b) section 3 (intercourse with child under 16 by person in position of trust),

c) section 5 (unlawful intercourse with a girl under 16),

d) section 6 (indecent behaviour towards girl between 12 and 16),

e) section 8 (detention of woman in brothel or other premises),

f) section 10 (person having parental responsibilities causing or encouraging sexual activity in relation to a girl under 16), and

g) section 13(5) (homosexual offences).

19 In Scotland, the offences at common law of -
(a) rape,

a) clandestine injury to women,

b) abduction of a woman or girl with intent to rape or ravish,

c) assault with intent to rape or ravish,

d) indecent assault,

e) lewd, indecent or libidinous behaviour or practices,

f) shameless indecency,

g) sodomy,

h) murder,

i) culpable homicide, and

j) assault.

20 In Scotland, the offence at common law of uttering and fraud.

21 An inchoate offence relating to an offence listed elsewhere in this Schedule.

22 A reference in this Part of this Schedule to an offence under an Act or a provision of an Act includes a reference to an offence under subordinate legislation made under that Act or provision

Part 2 - Power to Amend Part 1

23 The Secretary of State may by order amend Part 1 of this Schedule so as to -

a) add an entry,

b) vary an entry, or

c) remove an entry.
