Reasons for decision:

I. This proposal will extend the specialist education provision currently provided at
Woodlands School to younger age groups in Shropshire. It will also provide
additional specialist localised provision within the county, reducing the cost of out-
county placement.

Il. The provision will enable pupils to access a carefully planned personalised
programme to support their learning so that they can either re-integrate into a
mainstream setting, or continue to follow a more specialist approach to learning at
Woodlands School.
