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62 I think the existing swimming pool is a fantastic facility and in the best location, as it is in the centre of town and easy
to get to, whether by car, public transport or by walking. It would be a great loss to the town if the centre was moved to
the outskirts, also reducing the four existing pools to only one main swimming pool. As a regular user I am aware how
well used the centre is and understand that it stuggles now to accommodate all of the different sessions and groups
which would like to use it, let alone if the facilities were to be reduced in size with fewer pools. The present
arrangement allows many different uses which wouldn't be possible with only one main swimming pool e.g. at the
moment schools and public sessions can both use the centre using the different pools. Also, I would be much less
likely to go swimming if I had to travel to an out of town swimming pool. There are already a number of privately run
swimming pools in non-town centre locations, but the existing location best meets my needs. Its location in the town
centre means I am also able to combine a swim with other town centre business e.g. shopping etc. I would also hate
to see the loss of the existing 33m Quarry pool as again this can accommodate different activities at the same time
e.g. casual swimming and diving board use. There are very few pools of this size, so it would be a great shame to lose
it. I also understand it is not clear if there would be diving boards or a flume at any replacement pool, which would
surely mean a reduction in popular facilities, which also no doubt provide additional revenue through increased
attendances. I'm also aware that the existing pools are well used by children and young people, who may be less able
to travel to other locations. I also understand that using public transport to travel to a non-town centre location could
involve more than one bus journey, increasing both the travel time and cost.

The uptake at the new centre
was remarkable with people leaving higher end private gyms for this establishment and they are currently dealing with
a very positive problem of how to manage the number of swimmers at the weekend, especially in the children's pool.
Every day the centre is busy and they also have space for private higher (children's parties with bouncy castles and
food provided) and offer things like gymnastics, karate, trampolining and tennis classes for children which have waiting
lists they are that popular.
