That part of FP 9 leaving Crow Lane at point A on the Order Map at grid reference
SJ 6628 2626 running in a general easterly then ENE direction through the buildings
at Ollerton Business Park to point B on the Order Map at grid reference SJ 6654
2634. A distance of approximately 254 metres onto a line leaving a stile on Crow
Lane at point C on the Order Map at grid reference SJ 6629 2633 running in a
general north easterly direction along the southern edge of the stoned access track
then in a general south easterly direction then north easterly direction across the
stoned yard area to re-join the Definitive line of FP 9 at point B on the Order Map at
grid reference SJ 6654 2634. A distance of approximately 265 metres with a width
of 2 metres throughout.
