The full width of that part of Footpath 61 commencing from the junction of BW’s 7 &
8 at grid reference SO 4915 9389 at point A on the Order Map, running in a general
north westerly direction to grid reference SO 4909 9394 at point B on the Order Map.
Total distance approximately 85 metres onto a line from a gate leading off from BW
7 at grid reference SO 4913 9398 at point C on the Order Map running in a general
NNW direction to a gate then continuing in a general WSW then southerly direction
to re-join the Definitive line of FP 61 at a gate at grid reference SO 4909 9394, point
B on the Order Map. An approximate distance of 90 metres on a natural surface
with a varying width of between 1-2 metres throughout.
